Come learn this simple warp face
structure, looms are available. Participants should be able
to finish a small bookmark.

The more contrast the
colors have, the better.

e Tape Measure

o If you own an inkle loom and would like to use it, feel free to bring it along. Please no
inkle looms with warp and cloth beams like the Gilmore and the Glimakra. They
require specific equipment for warping and this class does not focus on beaming
chain warps.

e If you are bringing your own inkle loom, don't forget to bring a small belt shuttle, like a
stick shuttle except with a more tapered edge along one side.
